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While Professor Chasar’s research reveals that poetry has appeared on screen since
nineteenth-century projections, the pervasiveness of computers in modern culture has
broadened the potential for screen-based poetry reading and writing beyond all
historical precedent. Poetry is now read as frequently through Web and online formats
as itis in print. Online poetry journals, websites, e-books, social-networking sites, and
blogs all offer new and oftentimes interactive
